Tactical Rimfire Rifle Match Rules 
 

Tactical Rimfire Rifle Match will be held on the 3rd Saturday of every month. First Match to be held July 
17th 2010. This match will be shot on steel or reactive targets anywhere from 10 yards to 100 yards.  We 
will utilize different shooting positions, shooting behind cover with movement probable during a stage. 
Stages will be timed and scored for misses. The purpose of Tactical Rimfire Rifle Matches will be to have 
fun in a friendly family oriented shooting match that will not break the bank.  Our focus will always be 
SAFETY, FUN, COMPETITION. 
 
Equipment Needed 
 

1. Any magazine fed rimfire rifle. Semi Auto is preferred. The Ruger 10/22, Remington 597, 
Browning Buckmark Rifle or Smith & Wesson M&P 1522 would be good examples.  

2. .22 Long Rifle Standard and High velocity ammunition only 
3. 3-5 10 round magazines minimum. 
4. Rifle Bag/Case or Open Bolt Indicators are required for Match.  
 

Divisions  
 

1. Limited. No optics, 10 round magazine capacity limit.  
2. Open. Optics, no magazine capacity limit. 

 
   

Scoring 
 
Stages will be timed and a 5 second penalty will be given for a miss. Shooter may engage target until all 
hits are scored. One alibi per stage will be allowed for equipment or hard jam failure. 30 sec max string 
time plus miss penalties. Hint: Test your AMMO and your rifle.  
 
Classification 
 
Classification will be based on percentage of the top shooter per division for that particular match.  Master, 
A, B, C, D. Junior, Senior, and Lady recognition. 
 
Cost 
 
DNGC Members shoot match for $5.00. Non-member adults will be charged $10 per match. Junior 
shooters (under 18) shoot match for free and must be accompanied by a paying parent or guardian.  
You can plan on 120 to 140 rounds of ammunition. Always have extra.  
 
Additional Information 
 
Match setup will begin at 8:00 am. Any help will be appreciated. Shooters Safety Meeting will start at 8:45 
am and match will start right after shooters meeting. For non-members there will be someone at the gate 
to let you in between 8:00 and 8:45 am. After that only members will be able to enter the Range. Match 
will be held at the 25 yd sight in range, 100 yard rifle range and Law enforcement range.
